The last 17 books of the Old Testament are all books of
prophecy. The first five of these books are the Major Prophets
and the last 12 books are the Minor Prophets. The Major Malachi
Prophets are long books and the Minor Prophets are short
books. God used each of these prophets to deliver messages

to His people.
