Bible Summary

The book of Malachi is the link between the Old Testament and the New Testament. The name
Malachi means “my messenger.” In Micah 3:1, John the Baptist is the messenger who will
prepare the way for the Lord. John the Bapitist tied together the words of the prophet Malachi
to the Gospel books. John told the people that God's promised Son was coming, and
encouraged the people to turn from their sins. He introduced Jesus to the people. In Mark
1:1-5, Mark quotes Malachi 3:1 and talks about the promised messenger who was John the
Baptist. In early times, before a king was to come, a messenger went out ahead of them to
prepare the people for the arrival of the king. John was the messenger sent by God the Father
to prepare the people for His Son, Jesus the Messiah. John was in the wilderness telling people
about the Lord and baptizing them. John was very careful to point everyone to Jesus and not
take any of the praise for himself. We can also seek to praise and follow Jesus in all we do!
