Lesson Summary: 
Today is the fifth week of our series, “Kids of the Bible.” Today we are learning about Timothy. In 1 Timothy 1:1-13, 
Paul was writing to Timothy from prison in Rome. Paul was concerned for his brother in Christ, Timothy. Timothy’s 
grandmother and mother both came to know the Lord before Timothy. He was blessed to be raised in a godly 
home and then be trained by Paul. Timothy loved the Lord, but he was young and struggled with being timid and 
fearful. Paul encouraged him to remain faithful to his calling, to preach and tell others about Jesus. Paul told 
Timothy it was the Holy Spirit who gives us power and leads us so we have no need to fear. Through God’s help, 
Timothy was going to take Paul’s place eventually in leading the churches. At the beginning of this letter, Paul 
encouraged Timothy by telling him he was praying for him. We too can ask others to pray for us. Even though 
Timothy was young, he had the Holy Spirit leading him. We also have the Holy Spirit leading us when we have put 
our trust in Jesus to save us. Praise God for sending His Spirit to guide us!
