2. �God says in vs. 19 that He reproves and disciplines those He loves. Why would He do this, and 
what other ways do we sometimes interpret His discipline?

3. �Verse 20 is often misunderstood to be a call to salvation, but it is actually a call to believers. 
What does it mean for a believer to open the door to Jesus?

4. �Please compare vs. 20 with Revelation 4:1. What does this tell you about the heart of God 
toward us?

5. �How did Jesus describe Himself at the start of the letter to this week’s church? How is His 
description connected to the main purpose of this week’s letter?
